Instructions and Criteria for Applying for Awards

1. Applicants must reside in Prince George’s County, MD and be a graduating senior
from a Prince George’s County high school, or a prospective or current
undergraduate college student. Graduate students are ineligible to apply.

2. Applicants must be pursuing an undergraduate degree in the performing arts
including music, dance, theatre or other performing arts at an accredited college
and/or university in the United States.

3. Applicants must have a minimum 2.5 grade point average out of a possible 4.0.
